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1. Page 56, left-hand column, line 13: 
Current sentence:  Secondary subtests may be used to replace specific primary subtests in the FSIQ and the ancillary index scales. 


Revised sentence:  Secondary subtests may be used to replace specific primary subtests in the FSIQ and to form additional ancillary index scales. 

2. Page 90, right-hand column, line 9:
Current sentence: The age-appropriate form of these subtests is always administered, regardless of the child’s intellectual ability.

Revised sentence: The age-appropriate form of these subtests is always administered, regardless of the child’s intellectual ability, as are Naming Speed Literacy and Naming Speed Quantity.


3. Page 91, right-hand column, first sentence under Discontinue Criterion:
Current sentence: Every subtest has a discontinue criterion—either an incorrect response to a qualifying item, a specific number of consecutive scores of 0, or a time limit.


Revised sentence: Every subtest has a discontinue criterion—such as an incorrect response to a qualifying item, a specific number of consecutive scores of 0, or a time limit.

4. Page 121: In number 5, under Base rates in the standardization sample for various raw-score discrepancies between LDSf and LDSb:
Current sentence: Thus, raw-score discrepancies of 2 points or more between Longest Digit Span Forward and Longest Digit Span Backward are noteworthy.


Revised sentence: Thus, raw-score discrepancies of 3 points or more between Longest Digit Span Forward and Longest Digit Span Backward are noteworthy.

5. Page 121: In number 6, Base rates in the standardization sample for various raw-score discrepancies between LDSf and LDSs, the second from the last sentence:
Current sentence: In all age groups and in the total sample, the Longest Digit Span Forward was higher than total the Longest Digit Span Sequence (Mdn difference = 2 for the total sample and a median range from 1 to 2 for each of the 11 age groups).

Revised sentence: In all age groups and in the total sample, the Longest Digit Span Forward was higher than total the Longest Digit Span Sequence (Mdn difference = 1 for the total sample and a median range from 1 to 2 for each of the 11 age groups).


6. Page 121: In number 6, Base rates in the standardization sample for various raw-score discrepancies between LDSf and LDSs, the last sentence:
Current sentence: Thus, raw-score discrepancies of 3 points or more between Longest Digit Span Forward and Longest Digit Span Sequence are noteworthy.

Revised sentence: Thus, raw-score discrepancies of 2 points or more between Longest Digit Span Forward and Longest Digit Span Sequence are noteworthy.

7. Page 172: Left column, first sentence under FSIQ:
Current sentence: The FSIQ is a global estimate of a child’s current level of cognitive ability.

Revised sentence: The FSIQ is a global estimate of a child’s current level of cognitive ability (see p. 59 for the seven subtests in the FSIQ).

8. Page 243: The first sentence under the head “Potential Problems in Administering the WPPSI–IV”: 
Current sentence: Chapter 2 discusses potential problems in administering the WISC–V and ways to prevent them.

Revised sentence: Chapter 2 (pp. 94–97) discusses potential problems in administering the WISC–V and ways to prevent them.
